never

Ever means at any

time and is used in

questions. It is used in

asking questions.

We use never when

you have not had an

experience.

EXAMPLE

Have you ever visited

Prague?

EXAMPLE

I have never been to

France.



Have you don’t the ironing yet?

No, I haven’t. I haven’t done the ironing yet.

Have you done the washing up already?

Yes, I have. I’ve already done it.

Have you ever failed a class?

Have you ever traveled by train?

I have never cheated in an exam.
