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With the following power point slides, you will learn how to

introduce yourself when you speak English.

Remember that when you want to start speaking English to

another person you have to say certain and specific words

to communicate accurately.
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Hello and welcome to this interesting presentation, here there

is a short explanation on how to introduce yourself in English.

To do this you need to speak this language, and you can start

by saying this word “hello” or you can say “hi” that means

exactly the same. Hello is use in formal English, and hi is use for

people close to you like your friends.

Examples: Hello my name is Cristhian.

Hi, my name’s Cristhian. (using a contraction)

Hello good morning, I am Cristhian.

Hi there, I’m Cristhian. (using a contraction)

What is your name? (Please answer this question.)

My name is ___________.

I am ________________.



In English you will need to say, where are you from,

that means the place where you come from.

Examples: Hello I am from Huejutla.

Hello, I’m from Pachuca. (using a contraction)

Hi, I am from Tulancingo.

Where are you from? (Please answer this question.)

I am from ___________.



In English you will need to say, where do you live, that is the

place you are living right now (at this moment).

Examples: I live in Pachuca.

I live in Actopan.

I live in Huejutla.

Where do you live? (Please answer this question.)

I live in ___________.



In English you will need to say some personal information as

your age. Here pay special attention to use the verb to be, and

say I am (number) years old.

Examples: I am 15 years old.

I’m, 16 years old. (using a contraction)

How old are you? (Please answer this question.)

I am ____ years old.

Do not say: I have 15 years old. (This is incorrect)



In a short English conversation between people, you can

start a conversation and you will need to use some of the

previous examples to interact to each other.

Example:

Juan: Hello, good morning. What is your name?

Jennifer: Hello, good morning, my name is Jennifer. Excuse me,

who is your friend?

Juan: This is my friend Carlos.

Carlos: Hi Jennifer! Nice to meet you.

Jennifer: Hello Carlos, nice to meet you too.

In this example three people were interacting

to each other exchanging personal information.



Also when you are having an English conversation between

people, you can ask some questions related to personal

information to interact with each other.

Example:

Juan: Hello Jennifer, where are you from?

Jennifer: I’m from Pachuca, and you?

Juan: I am from Huejutla but I live in Pachuca.

In this example two people were interacting

to each other exchanging personal information.
